Yucca Mountain
Dilemma

Two thousand tons of
nuclear waste is produce(
annually in the United
States, with approximately
37,000 tons of waste
currently stored at
temporary locations. Theg
temporary facilities can b
found in every state excej
Montana, Nevada, North
Dakota, and South Dakot
Many of these locations
are close to metropolitan
cities.

As current and future
emergency managers an(
planners we must preparg
for all possible
eventualities that may
affect our jurisdiction or
entity. These issues differ|
depending on our
locations. However storag
of nuclear waste and
radiological material is on
we must all be concern
about. Yucca Mountain
range, located on federal
land in Nevada is adjacen
to the military nuclear test
site in Nye county,
approximately 90 miles
from Las Vegas, is poised
to be the site of this
country’s first repository
facility for all nuclear and
radiological waste.
Nationwide this waste will
be transported to, and
buried in Yucca Mountain
The proposed waste
repository presents a
myriad of problems
stemming from national
security, and
transportation, legal,
environmental and politicd

issues. Accusations of
environmental injustice,
falsification of reports and
withholding information
are at the forefront of this
discussion.

Yucca Mountain is the
product of volcanic
activity. The geological
make up is considered ricl
in a material called “tuff”.
The material has a high
metallic content which
some scientists believe wi
provide the environment
necessary to house the hi
level radiological waste fo
the next 10,000 years or
until science comes up wi
a way to neutralize the
waste.

The Yucca
Mountain project dates
back to 1978 when
geological studies were
initiated to ascertain the
feasibility of burying
nuclear waste in the
mountain. In 1982
Congress passed the
Nuclear Waste Policy Act
giving the Department of
Energy (DOE) the
responsibility of
implementing this national
policy. In 1984 ten
locations were selected to
study their potential to be
site. Then, in 1985 the list
was shortened to three
sites. These sites included
Yucca Mountain, Hanford
Washington and Deaf
Smith County, Texas. In
1987 with the passing of
Resolution 87, Yucca
Mountain emerged as the
site of choice.

Citizens and the
government of Nevada
oppose the proposed use
this particular piece of lan
Their concerns are:
possible contamination

from waste seeping into
ground water, possible spills
during the transportations of
this waste which will no doul
have to pass through their
communities on a regular
basis. This material for the
most part will be leaving othd
locations permanently but wi
be relocated in their
backyards. Supporters of the
proposed plan sum it up to th
NIMBY argument (not in my
backyard). The transportatio
of this payload in itself poses
a national security threat. It
becomes a mobile terrorist
target that can be detonated
strategic locations. There is
also the risk of accidental
spills resulting from traffic
accidents or vehicle
malfunction. For security
reasons the government doe
not disclose what passes
through our communities on
daily basis. If we don't know
what's there how can we
prepare?

As far as the rails are
concerned these rail cars wil
in some locations, be travelir
next to commuter trains.
Research suggests that
commuter trains passing in
close proximity to those
transporting waste can
contaminate commuters. Thi
is especially hazardous to
children, pregnant women, tf
elderly, and those with
compromised immune
systems. The proposed site
also poses a threat to the
community. Research points
to an increase in cancer cas
within 10km of nuclear
facilities.

What does that mean for us
emergency managers? Sim
put, no matter where we are
the continental United Stateq
it is imperative that we have
plan in place for a radiologic

CERFP stands for National
Guard Chemical, Biological,
Radiological, Nuclear and
High-Yield Explosive
(CBRNE) Enhanced
Response Force Package
(CERFP). Certainly a lot of
acronyms and terminology,
but what does it all mean?
CERFP is a National Guard
capability; the NG CERFP
responds to chemical,
biological, radiological,
nuclear, or high yield
explosive (CBRNE) incidents
and assists local, state, and
federal agencies in
conducting consequence
management by providing
capabilities to conduct patier
decontamination, emergency
medical services, and
casualty search and
extraction within 6 hours, an
for up to 72 hours, after an
incident. A minimum of 180
traditional National Guard
soldiers from three different
units form the CERFP.
These soldiers are drilling
reservists (one weekend a
month/two weeks a year)
who perform this duty in
addition to maintaining their
individual and unit skills.
Most states rotate the CERH
duties among different units
on an annual or bi-annual
basis.

Two specific directives
provide the basis for the
development and purpose fa
NG CERFP. On the 24of
March 2004, the
Commander, United States
Northern Command, signed
Memorandum for the
Chairman, Joint Chiefs of
Staff whose subject was
National Guard CBRNE
Enhanced Response Force
Packages, that says, “We
support the National Guard

Bureau'’s initiative to
institute National Guard
Bureau CBRNE Enhanced
Response Force Packages
(NG CERFP) task forces
regionally throughout the
United States. This plan
would provide 12 trained
and ready units to locate,
extract and decontaminate
victims, as well as perform
medical triage and
emergency treatment.”
Paragraph 4.1 of
Department of Defense
Instruction 2000.18 states,
“The DoD Components in
the Continental United
States (CONUS) have the
responsibility, as specified
in U.S. law, to support and
assist U.S. civil authorities
as directed, in consequend
management activities for
natural and man-made
disasters to include
Chemical, Biological,
Radiological, Nuclear, and
High-Yield Explosive
(CBRNE)-related events
on U.S. territory.”
The NG CERFP is
designed to provide critical
capabilities when local and
state agencies lack
sufficient technical ability
to respond to CBRNE
events, or are overwhelme
by the magnitude or
multiplicity of the
situation. The initial
establishment of CERFPs
placed at least one in each
FEMA Region. There are
currently 12 validated
CERFPs with an additiona
five authorized and funded
by Congress that includes
full-time

Manning and equipment.
The organizational design
consists of four functional
elements as shown in Figur
1. The command and contrd
element directs the
deployment the overall
activity of the CERFP and
reports to the Joint Task
Force-State and the inciden
commander. The search ar
extraction team conducts

casualty search and rescue$

at incident sites, extracts
victims, lifts and moves
debris and heavy items
using ropes, chains, wires o
cranes (rigging) and
has equipment designed to
support the sides of an
excavation and prevent
cave-ins (shoring). The
decontamination team
conducts decon site
selection, establishes log-in
and log-out procedures,
conducts clothing removal,
and ambulatory/ non-
ambulatory
decontamination. The
medical team performs
medical triage and initial
treatment, provides
emergency medical
treatment and medical
transport, stages for military
and civilian evacuation, and
provides medical support to
patient decontamination ang
search and extraction

The New York
Army National Guard has a
fully functional tested and
operational CERFP
comprised of 4 units and
246 soldiers. It is ready to
deploy in response to a
Chemical, Biological,
Radiological, Nuclear, or
High Yield Explosive
(CBRNE) incident within
New York State, the United
States and its territories
order to support civil
authorities.

If the incidentwere
located outside of the state,

the State Joint Force
Headquarters (JFHQ) would
coordinate with the supported
| state under the terms agreed to
| in the Emergency Mutual Aid
Compact (EMAC). This mutual
aid partnership agreement allo
state-to-state assistance during
governor or federally declared
emergencies. EMAC is about
I governors helping fellow
dgovernors in time of need.
